Since 2010 the number of emergency food parcels provided by foodbanks in Britain
has increased from just 40,898 per year in 2010 to 3,121,404 in the 2023/24 financial
year - an increase of more than 7,600%. Use has doubled in the last 5 years alone.
More than 1.1 million parcels went to children in the last year.
The reality behind these statistics is sickening - working people in one of the richest
countries on the planet are unable to feed themselves or even their children. It is a
damning indictment of the inhumane capitalist system. This is the direct result of the
austerity and attacks on the value of our wages and living standards. This is also the
result of profiteering by the supermarkets and big food monopolies, driving working
people to hunger and small businesses and farmers to bankruptcy.
Workers must fight to fight for real, lasting, systemic change. But we also need to come
together to help the most vulnerable working people made to suffer in the interests of
big business and finance capital.
